An introduction to Associate Membership

Associate Membership is for businesses that support Direct from Dorset by selling or serving Direct from Dorset products. The types of businesses it covers are retailers and businesses in the hospitality and catering sector.


 The Direct from Dorset criteria for Associate Members

To be eligible for Associate Membership the business must regularly use / offer for sale approved products from at least three different food and drink producers who are Scheme members, or one product from a craft or wood producer. The business must also not be in breach of any trading standards or consumer protection legislation.
A retailer is also eligible if it is the sole outlet for a scheme product.
PLEASE NOTE: only products that are Direct from Dorset approved count as Scheme products see Directory for details.


How much does it cost?

An annual membership fee of £35 + VAT ( total: £40.25 ) will be charged, This is only a nominal amount that will go towards covering costs, as the aim is to encourage businesses to support the Scheme by selling or serving Scheme products.


 What are the benefits?
Benefits include:
1. Use of the ‘Supporter of Direct from Dorset’ logo, which can be displayed on posters, letterheads etc. The logo is available in electronic format.
2. Access to free promotional material, as well as receiving a membership certificate. Currently there are A4 posters and information leaflets available.
3. An entry in the Online Directory that can be accessed through the Direct from Dorset website, which is also part of Dorset County Council’s website.
